Chand backs scheme
for universal income

PM-Kisan should be
converted, says Niti
Aayog member

THE GOVERNMENT SHOULD
convert the PM-Kisan (Prad-
han Mantri Kisan Samman
Nidhi) programme to a univer-
sal basic income (UBI) scheme
thatincludes otherweakersec-
tions such as farm labourers,
construction workers and non-
farm labourers, Niti Aayog
member Ramesh Chand said
on Thursday. Other subsidies
could be subsumed under UBI
atalater stage,he added.

Ahead of the Budget for
2023-24, Chand’s comment
reignites the UBI debate
floated in the Economic Survey
for2016-17 by then chief eco-
nomic adviser Arvind Subra-
manian and later by a report
commissioned by the Eco-
nomic Advisory Council to the
Prime Minister (EAC-PM).

“My personal view on thisis
that this country should ulti-
mately move in the direction of
UBI. We are giving (income
support) to farmers, but not to
agricultural labourers, con-
struction workers and non-
agricultural labourers,whoare
in very sizeable numbers,”’
Chand said. “Everybody who
satisfies some criteria such as
people exempt from income
tax or total income up to a
threshold should be given the
support,”he added.

Under PM-Kisan,launched
in February 2019, 6,000 is
annually transferred to each
farmer’s direct benefit transfer
(DBT)-linked bank account in

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construction workers and
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three equal installments, irre-
spective of theirland holdings.
The number of beneficiaries
crossed 110 million from 31
million at thebeginning of the
scheme.

In over three years, finan-
cialassistance of more than 2
trillion has been provided to
needy farmers under the
scheme, which came in handy
for farmers to deal with finan-
cial distress during the lock-
down due to the Covid pan-
demic in  2020. The
government has allocated
368,000 crore for PM-Kisanin
the current fiscal.

The Economic Survey
2016-17 indicated that the
UBI deserves a careful exami-
nation. The move, aimed to
wipe out poverty in the coun-
try,will bring down the poverty
level to 0.5% in the country

but will cost 4-5% of the gross
domestic product, the survey
noted.From 70% at the time of
Independence,India’s poverty
has come down to about 20%.

Areport commissioned by
the EAC-PM and published in
May 2019 suggested the gov-
ernment roll out a UBI
scheme to reduce stark
income gaps.

According to an impact
assessment by the Interna-
tional Food Policy Research
Institute, PM-Kisan greatly
addressed the liquidity con-
straints of farmers for buying
agricultural inputs, daily con-
sumption, education, health
and otherincidental expenses.

Ex-revenue secy
pitches for tax
on agri income

Favours expanding
tax base rather than
hiking rates

New Delhi, December 8

FORMER REVENUE SECRE-
TARY Tarun Bajaj on Thursday
made a case for taxation of
agricultural income and sug-
gested that people above the
income tax threshold must pay
tax, irrespective of their
income source.

“It is a good thought... If I
make more money than the
threshold,Ishould paytax,’said
Bajaj at a CII conference, but
added this is his personal view.

At present, agricultural
income is exempt from tax
under the Income Tax Act.The
topic is also seen to be highly
politically sensitive,asitwould
impact farmers.

Meanwhile,addressing the
session on ‘Mobilising Higher
Tax Revenues for Financing
India’s Development’, Bajaj
also said he is not in favour of
hiking tax rates but instead,
advocated that the tax base
should be expanded. “There is
no need to increase tax rates,’
he stressed.

Citing tax-filing data, he
noted thealittle over 110 mil-
lion people pay some kind of
income tax in India, of which
just 70 million file returns.

“TI don’t think we can be
comfortablewith the situation
where 40 million people who
pay taxes do not file returns,’
hesaid,adding that the depart-
ment has been using IT to
nudge people to pay more
taxes. “Notices have started

mismatch,” he said.

People havealsofiled about
500,000 updated returns,
Bajaj, who superannuated last
month, said.

“If we can take these mea-
sures and expand the base of
the pyramid, it will bring in
more tax revenue,” he said,
adding that increasing the tax
rate will only increase the bur-
den on the people who already
pay tax.

His comments come ahead
of the Union Budget 2023-24.
There are expectations that the
government will consider vari-
ous measures to increase tax
revenue, which had remained
subdued due to the Covid-19
pandemic and economic slow-
down.Bajaj said direct buoyancy
was at 2.5 last fiscal and should
beabout 1.7 this fiscal.
